Nut Allergies

I am writing to ask for your help and co-operation with how we care for children in the Prep Department who have serious allergies to nuts. In such cases, allergic reactions can be triggered not only by consumption but also through physical contact. 

As a College we follow industry guidelines to ensure that nuts and nut by-products are totally avoided in as much as is humanly possible at all stages in the preparation and cooking of school meals.  Whilst we continue to be happy for the children to bring cakes into school for birthdays and other celebrations, we would ask that homemade cakes should be nut and nut-product free. Similarly, bought cakes/confectionary should be nut-free as far as possible although we recognise that many contain traces of nuts and this can be unavoidable. The same guidelines apply to snacks brought in for after-school care. Our aim is to provide as nut-free an environment as possible.
