Dear Parent, 

Combined Cadet Force Enrolment

I am delighted that your child has decided to join the CCF. I am looking forward to working with all the new Cadets, to develop their leadership skills fortitude and confidence. The College has a proud tradition of using military training to develop pupils dating back to 1911. 

The Combined Cadet Force (CCF) was formed as an Officer Training Corps (OTC) in 1906 and became an Army Cadet Force (ACF) in 1934. An Air Training Corp (ATC) Squadron was formed in 1940 and the two units combined to become a Combined Cadet Force (CCF) in 1948. A Royal Naval section was formed in 1973.

The aim of the CCF is to provide a disciplined organisation within the School; enabling pupils to exercise responsibility and leadership and to learn from the services how these qualities can best be developed.

In order that we can take part in training there are a few administrative points that will need your assistance. 

a. Clothing

To make certain that your child is issued with the correct clothing please take their measurements and fill in section 1 of Annex A. 

Almost all the clothing and equipment needed is provided by the Ministry of Defence. The exceptions, which need to be purchased, are,

1) Combat Boots £40 (new). 

2) The latest pattern (95) combat suit £45 (trousers, shirt and t-shirt) 

b. Medical

I need to know of any medical issues, which might affect performance. Please answer the questions at section 2. 

c. Fitness

In order to develop a logical and progressive programme of training I need to take into account the basic level of fitness achieved so far. Could you please complete section 3, especially the swimming capability. 

d. Permission

During the course of CCF training your child will have the chance to take part in many demanding activities. It is through facing and overcoming these challenges that they will learn about themselves. These include, military training, marches, range days and a variety of adventurous training activities. They are all closely supervised and monitored, often by experts from the regular forces. For them to take part in these activities please sign the consent form at Section 4.
